Your plants need special care until it is warm enough to plant them outside.  If you are within a couple of miles of the coast, you can put your plants in the ground after April 1st.  If you live more inland than that, do not plant before May 1st.  Until your planting date, your babies should be set outside in direct sunlight in the morning, and brought back inside the house (not an unheated space, like a garage) at dark.  Do not put them out if it’s raining or going to rain that day.  Leave them inside up against a south-facing window on bad weather days. Tomatoes are tropical plants, and the nights are way colder than they like in our spring weather.  It’s not the day temps that hurt them; it’s being cold and damp at night that damages them.  Successfully planting early (such that you avoid cold onset disease, stunting, or death) can only be accomplished by complicated care.  If you’d like to learn more about how to do that, consider taking my February class,  “Grow the Earliest Tomatoes.”  Your plants may need watering every day.  On warm days, they will lose water quickly in their little pot.  When they get big, sometimes they need watering twice a day on a sunny day.  They need fertilizing every few days with a half-strength mixture of an all-purpose organic fertilizer.  If they are turning yellow, then you have not been fertilizing them!  If they get more than 12 inches tall, and you are still more than a week away from your planting date, pot them up in gallon containers.  Disinfect pots first by dunking briefly in a mixture of one part bleach and ten parts water.  Rinse with clean water, then sink them as far down in the new pot as you can get them.  Use Orchard Supply brand Premium Potting Mix (my favorite).
